Line up the blade with the blade slot on the centre hub of the ceiling fan. Ensure that the side that says this side
up is facing the ceiling, gently insert the blade all the way until it clicks into place. Check the blade is properly
engaged by applying appropriate amount of force to check there is no issue with locking system. After checking 
the blade is engaged, tighten up screw to fix blade to flywheel. Repeat this procedure for all blades.

To release blade, unscrew the screw on the blade and then push the patented release lever next to the 
corresponding blade slot within the ceiling fan hub. This is found by simply unscrewing the bottom plate
(on no light models) or removing the light (on with light models).
NB: Ensure the blades do not get damaged or bent during the installation process while the fan is on the ground.
This will affect the performance and balance of the fan, and this is not covered under warranty.

WARNING: This Fan has click in blades, it is essential that the installing electrician has applied an appropriate
amount of force to ensure the blades are clicked in securely before engaging the screw and before turning 
the fan on. This is to ensure the blade is secured, and in the case of a defective spring latch. Four Seasons will 
not be responsible for any consequential damage because of this.

The ceiling fan must be installed in a location where the blades have a minimum 300mm spacing from the tip
of the blade to the nearest objects or walls.
Secure the mounting bracket to a ceiling joist/structure that can carry a load of at least 20kg with included
screws, ensuring 30mm minimum screw penetration.
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If the fan has a light, after the blades have been fitted, attach the light kit supplied in the box to the bottom of
the fan and affix using the 3 screws supplied. Carefully plug the plug coming from the centre of the fan into the
corresponding plug on the light kit. The diffuser supplied is a simple clockwise or counter clockwise turn to install
or remove it from the light base.

FAN ONLY MODEL, simply attach the bottom plate to the centre hub, after the blades have been installed, by
lining up the threaded rod and turning the plate on until it can no longer turn further.
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Align the bracket and screw the hanger bracket to 
the ceiling tightly.

The minimum board size for installing
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This fan hanging system supports a maximum slope of 10 degree ceiling. If there is a greater slope, 
then an angle ceiling canopy accessory kit is required.

IMPORTANT: To maintain safety and functionality on raked ceilings, the hanging bracket tab (B), which engages
with the hanging ball groove (A), must be installed at the highest point of the ceiling.
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PLEASE NOTE: The remote handset cannot be used either simultaneously or in conjunction with a wall controller.
                           Unless otherwise advised by Four Seasons. 
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IMPORTNT: If you have multiple fans in the house, you must pair them one at a
time to their corresponding transmitter.Power must not be on to other fans while 
pairing or you will inadvertently for multiple fan's to only one transmitter. If this 
occurs, you need to use the reset function and begin re-pairing with power only 
on to the fan being paired.

A remote control consists of two parts:
1. Handset / controller (transmitter).
2. Receiver (receives message from the handset and is located in the upper canopy of the fan)
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The DC ceiling fan has been designed for a very fast installation, maximise airflow with minimal energy
usage and operate as quietly as possible. Unlike high-speed traditional fans, ceiling fans generate a gentle,
high-volume airflow that promotes evaporative cooling. This method is highly effective for cooling people and
consumes significantly less power than air conditioning

Remote controlled fans must be installed with an isolation switch on the wall

Warranty is void if parts are used that are not Four Seasons products, including but not limited to remote controls,
receivers, led lights, switches, wall control, dimmers, extension rods and angle canopies.

Pairing multiple fans to one remote - Pair fan 1 using the pairing instructions, using the same remote pair fan 2 in
the same way with power on to all fans to be paired to the transmitter.

When using the timer, the timer button must be the last button pressed, if another button is pressed after the timer
button, the timer is cancelled.

This remote has a memory function, this means if there is a power outage, the fan will restore the same function
as when the power was cut. If the isolation is switched and then turned back on, the fan will resume the function it
was operating at, before being switched off.
